During 3 lessons of class time and in your own time, you will complete an investigation into an individual or group 
that you perceive as not conforming.

You should prepare a written report demonstrating the following:

• the ways the ideologies, values and behaviours of the group or individual currently perceived as not conforming
to the wider society may influence others and lead to social change.

You should include examples.

Bibliography required - Harvard, APA or similar referencing style  Word limit: 1500

Your report should be printed and submitted to the Library before 9am on 1 April.

Non-completion of Task: 
If you know you are going to be away on the day that the task is due, you must make alternative arrangements with your 
teacher beforehand. If you are suddenly away on the day that the task is due, you must contact your teacher or Head 
Teacher on your return to school. Documentation will be required in both classes.

Presents a basic response that presents a simple outline of the topic and its 
relation to the Society and Culture concepts.

Reflects on minimal examples and how they relate.

Identifies a few of the fundamental concepts of society and culture and exhibits a 
basic understanding of those concepts within the written piece.
