Extension 1 and Mathematics classes at the end of Term 2 were
well received. Mr. Morris Needleman is a very intelligent and
respected mathematician with a distinguished career as an educator.
He has headed some of the most successful Mathematics
Departments in the state including Kincoppal Rose Bay and
Reddam House. The knowledge and resources that he imparts on
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these days is comprehensive and we are very grateful for these opportunities of intensive HSC preparation for our mathematics students.
Study skills and how to approach the most difficult questions in any mathematics examination paper is Mr. Needleman’s specialty and to
have such a talent share his wisdom is an extremely valuable opportunity for our cohort.
